 Ideal hosts: Average looking house? Easy to get to? Installation was 
done by your partner installer (may not be possible)? 

 Your partner installer can be there too, but it’s up to you 
 
Table at local events, present before local groups, no need to organize 
your own event if you can piggyback on someone else’s! 

 

 Local newsletters, bulletins, boards, lists, etc. – get people to show up 
for Solarize events and/or sign up for a free site visit 

 Direct mail from the volunteer team (optional – this costs $$)

 Get the media and other residents to come out to see the panels go 
up (if appropriate/possible) 

 

 Lawn signs (Vital Communities has some standard signs available)

 Encourage current participants to spread the word 

 Put up a progress sign on the town green – and keep it updated! 
 

 Invite residents who have proposals to come out and talk it over with 
one another and with the installer – fun to host this at a solar home
